Project exit steps
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Select the Add Entry/Exit button.
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Fill out the exit Avoid answering the Destination
assessment questions question with "Other".

Enter any necessary updates to the
Assessment questions, and be sure
to answer the Destination question.

- The assessment questions may vary
depending on the type of project.
